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KMPT have developed an excellent reputation in undergraduate training for doctors, with students preferring to come to Kent instead of receiving their training in London.

Undergraduate medical training is a way in which the Trust raises its regional profile and maintains its links to universities in London and abroad as well as adjacent NHS Trusts.

In so doing it improves our ability to attract and retain high calibre Consultant Psychiatrists. As a responsible Mental Health Trust, we have a duty to promote the care of people with mental health problems and a major way of doing so is to provide doctors of the future with a positive view of mental health services and a better understanding of mental health problems. It is one way in which we can live out the Trust’s values of Innovation and Excellence. KMPT has a long tradition of taking students from King’s College London-GKT School of Medical Education and St George’s International School of Medicine to provide them with a well-rounded experience of hospital life.
