Dr Brown and two consultant colleagues work with a large and dynamic community team to provide a comprehensive old age psychiatry service, including inpatient, outpatient, community and liaison activity. Dr Brown is the local Clinical Lead and is involved in service development for the old people’s service line, he is the Trust Undergraduate Tutor for students arriving from King’s College London and St George’s Medical School Grenada, and is research active. The Higher Trainee is encouraged to gain breadth of clinical and managerial experience to develop towards their CCT.
The trainee takes part in joint (with CPNs, OTs, AMHPs, CMs and psychologists) and lone assessment and treatment in patients’ homes and outpatients at Gregory House. The trainee is on the Canterbury and Thanet consultants on-call rota (with consultant second on-call back up). Dr Brown has a Core Trainee in psychiatry and the team have a VTS trainee and specialty doctors. There are opportunities to contribute to both community and inpatient (mixed functional and organic – Cranmer Ward is on site) work. The trainee will contribute to the locality Memory Service.
Dr Brown has prior training in general medicine and can provide supervision and training on physical examination, interpretation of investigations and organic aspects of old age psychiatry.
